Please note a 
stewardship card IS NOT acceptable OTHERWISE, they must become member(s) at St. Markella 
Church. At least (1) Parent’s or Godparent’s will need to be members of St. Markella Church.  
 
For the Godparent(s): 
 
a)Baptismal Certificate of Godparent(s)  
b) The attached forms to be completed.  
c) For the non-member(s) of St. Markella Church a LETTER from the Priest of the Parish to which 
they are current members indicating good standing with the church is sufficient. Please note a 
stewardship card IS NOT acceptable. OTHERWISE, they must become member(s) at St. Markella 
Church.  
*If there is more than one Godparent, (different families - all must become members of the church. 
 
 For any further information or questions, please call the office at (516) 783-5760 or you may email me 
at your convenience at least two weeks PRIOR to the sacrament.

Following the Baptism, for the next three consecutive Sundays, it is suggested that the 
parents bring the child to church to receive Holy Communion.  It is custom to have the 
Godparent bring the child up to the Altar for the child to receive, along with the lit

In the event there are more than one sponsor all sponsors must be 
members of the Greek Orthodox Church. 
At least one: Either Godparent’s or Parent’s should be members of St. Markella

responsibility.

Coming from NYC, Astoria, and Queens & Western Nassau. 
Take the Long Island Expressway East or Grand Central Parkway to the Northern State Parkway or 
the Southern State Parkway to the Wantagh Parkway South.  
Take exit W5E to Sunrise Highway. Make a right on Sunrise Highway going east and make left to 
the first traffic light, which Wantagh Avenue. Make another left immediately after the train 
underpass (Wantagh RR Station) unto Brooklyn Avenue.  McDonald’s restaurant is on the corner. 
The Church is on the right hand side, approximately 200 yards behind McDonalds Rest. 
Coming from Eastern Nassau and Suffolk  
Take LIE, Northern or Southern State Parkway West to Wantagh Parkway South. Wantagh 
Parkway South to exit W5E to Sunrise Highway.   Make a right on Sunrise Highway going east and 
make left to the first traffic light, which Wantagh Avenue. Make another left immediately after the 
train underpass (Wantagh RR Station) unto Brooklyn Avenue.  McDonald’s restaurant is on the 
corner. The Church is on the right hand side, approximately 200 yards behind McDonalds Rest.
